Commissioner Bouie Hutchinson, Chair of the Clearinghouse Committee, reported that the 

Clearinghouse Committee did not achieve a quorum earlier in the evening. She presented the 

staff recommendations concerning the following local government comprehensive plan 

amendments which were included on the Council agenda for consideration.

IX. EX-OFFICIO MEMBER REPORTS 

Amy Roberson, Planning Supervisor, Planning and Environmental Management Office, Florida 

Department of Transportation District 2, stated that the District will be accepting Transportation 

Alternatives and Sun Trails grant applications for bicycle and pedestrian facilities later this year. She also 

reported that the District is conducting a study to determine maintenance needs of multi-use trails. 

Ben Glass, Legislative and Community Affairs Manager, Suwannee River Water Management District 

reported that most of the counties throughout the District received between eight to 12 inches of rainfall 

during the past seven days. He noted that the Aucilla River is at flood stage and the Santa Fe River is 

near flood stage. 

X. CITIZEN COMMENTS 

Stew Lilker, Columbia County Observer, discussed the Council website meeting calendar, Transportation 

Disadvantaged Program workshops and recording of Council committee meetings. 

XI. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT 

A. Florida Regional Councils Association Monthly Activity Report 

Mr. Koons reported that the Florida Regional Councils Association is the statewide organization 

of the ten regional planning councils. He stated that the Association strengthens Florida' s 

regional planning councils, partners with government and the business community to enhance 

regional economic prosperity and improves the consistency and quality of regional planning 

councils programs to ensure they add value to state, regional and local initiatives. Mr. Koons also 

stated that the Association strives to accomplish these goals by carrying out the activities listed in 

the May 2023 activity report included in the Council meeting packet. He reviewed the activities 

listed in the May 2023 report. 

B. Florida Chamber Foundation Scorecard™ 

Mr. Koons reported that the Florida Chamber Foundation has developed the Florida Scorecard™ 

to provide Florida leaders the metrics needed to secure Florida's future. He stated that the Florida 

Chamber Foundation's objective to developing a 20-year, statewide strategic plan requires a 

commitment to measuring our current status and progress toward the stated goals of the Six 

Pillars 20-year Strategic Plan. Mr. Koons noted that the Scorecard reports metrics for each of the 

following Six Pillars: Talent and Supply Education, Innovation and Economic Development, 

Infrastructure and Growth Leadership, Business Climate and Competitiveness, Civic and 

Governance Systems, and Quality of Life and Quality Places. He reviewed the June 2023 

Scorecard™ that was included in the Council meeting packet.

C. Broadband Opportunity Grant Program 

Mr. Koons reported that the third set of awards through the state-funded Broadband Opportunity 

Grant Program was recently made to expand access to broadband internet for underserved 

communities. He noted a total of$14,973,800 in funding was awarded to four projects in the 

north central Florida region, including the communities of Cedar Key, Chiefland, Fanning 

Springs, Hampton, Inglis, Otter Creek, Starke, Trenton and Williston. 

D. Rural Infrastructure Fund Grants 

Mr. Koons reported Suwannee County was awarded $9,600,000 in funding through the Rural 

Infrastructure Fund program to construct a wastewater treatment plant and install collection lines 

to create 269 jobs. He noted that the award through the Rural Infrastructure Fund program is in 

conjunction with the more than $1.9 million awarded last year to Suwannee County through the 

Florida Job Growth Grant Fund for infrastructure expansion in August 2022, and more than 

$760,000 awarded to Suwannee County through Rural Infrastructure Fund in December 2022 for 

infrastructure to support economic development opportunities. 

E. Commissioner Janice Mortimer Receives Home Rule Hero Award 

Mr. Koons reported that the Florida League of Cities recently recognized Commissioner Janice 

Mortimer, City of Starke, as a recipient of a 2023 Home Rule Hero Award. He stated this 

prestigious award was presented for tireless efforts to advance the Florida League of Cities 

legislative agenda and help protect the home rule power of Florida's cities during the 2023 

Legislative Session. 

F. Financial Disclosure Report Filing 

Mr. Koons reported that all members of the Council are required to file a financial disclosure 

form by July 1st of each year. He stated that financial disclosure forms filed by county 

commissioners and city commissioners for their elected offices fulfill this requirement. Mr. 

Koons noted that local elected officials are required to file the form online this year and all other 

filers will be required to file the form online next year. He stated gubernatorial members must 

file a financial disclosure form with the Supervisor of Elections office in their respective counties 

to fulfill this requirement. 

XII. COUNCIL MEMBER ANNOUNCEMENTS -

Chair Mortimer announced that the Fourth of July Bash will be held on July 4, 2023 beginning at 11 :00 

a.m. in the Starke. 

Commissioner Perkins announced that State Senator Corey Simon and State Representative Jason Shoaf 

recently opened district offices at the Suwannee County Chamber of Commerce in Live Oak.

Land, Warehouse and Office Building 

RECOMMENDATION 

Authorize the Executive Director to re-advertise for sealed bids to sell the land, warehouse and 

office building located at 2009 NW 67th Place, Gainesville, Florida with a minimum bid sale price 

of $1,332,198. 

BACKGROUND 

On August 4, 1999, the Council purchased the office building and warehouse located at 2009 NW 67th 

Place, Gainesville, Florida. The office building and warehouse of pre-engineered steel construction were 

constructed in 1980. The Council had been renting the office building and warehouse for the previous 

seven years beginning on November 1, 1992. 

The purchase price for the 7,560 square foot office building and 1,989 square foot warehouse located on a 

4.4-acre site was $490,400. Along with $31,400 in cash, the Council secured a 15-year promissory note 

from South Trust Bank in the amount of $459,000 to purchase the office building and warehouse. Since 

the Council is a governmental agency and is prohibited from mortgaging real property to secure a 

promissory note, the Council pledged certain revenues to repay the promissory note. 

The January 1, 2014 payment in the amount of$3,134.95 constituted the final payment in full satisfying 

the promissory note. Thus, the Council currently does not have any outstanding long-term debt. The 

average annual building and grounds occupancy cost, including insurance; utilities; custodial services; 

heating, ventilation and air conditioning services; and termite and pest control services is $45,000. 

The Alachua County Property Appraiser 2019 assessed value ofthe land was $499,632 and the assessed 

value ofthe buildings was $318,562. Thus, the total assessed value ofland and buildings in 2019 was 

$818,194. The Alachua County Property Appraiser 2021 assessed value ofthe land is $767,380 and the 

assessed value of the buildings is $307,777. Thus, the total assessed value ofland and buildings in 2021 

is $1,075,157 resulting in an increase in value of31.4 percent. 

On December 12, 2019, the Council authorized the Executive Director to sign a site access agreement; 

authorized the Executive Director to have an appraisal of the land, warehouse and office building 

completed; and authorized the Executive Director to research warehouse and office building relocation 

options. 
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Pursuant to that Council action, the Executive Director signed a site access agreement; engaged Emerson 

Appraisal Company, Inc. to prepare an appraisal of the land, warehouse and office building; and secured 

the assistance of Colliers International, a commercial real estate company, to identify office space 

purchase and lease options for relocation. 

On January 13, 2020, Emerson Appraisal Company, Inc., an appraiser, consultant and market analyst 

company, completed an appraisal of the property. The appraised value was determined to be $970,000. 

On May 26, 2022, the Council set a minimum bid sale price of$1,338,309 for the land, warehouse and 

office building located at 2009 NW 67th Place, Gainesville, Florida; authorized the Executive Director to 

re-advertise for sealed bids to sell the land, warehouse and office building; and authorized the Executive 

Director to sign a letter of intent to lease a 6,012 square foot office building located at 220 I NW 40th 

Terrace, Gainesville, Florida for a five-year term at $16.00 per square foot and leasehold improvements of 

an estimated amount of $100,000 with a right of first refusal to purchase said office building. The 

minimum bid sale price was set at the appraised value plus the 31.4 percent increase in value over the past 

two years plus five percent. 

Bids for sale of the land, office and warehouse were published in the Florida Administrative Register and 

The Gainesville Sun on June 3, 2022 and June 10, 2022. In addition, the bid notice and bid package were 

posted to the Council website on June 2, 2022. No bids were submitted by June 16, 2022 at 2:00p.m. 

Since no bids were received, the Executive Director did not sign a letter of intent to lease a 6,012 square 

foot office building located at 2201 NW 40th Terrace, Gainesville, Florida for a five-year term at $16.00 

per square foot and leasehold improvements of an estimated amount of $100,000 with a right of first 

refusal to purchase said office building. 

On June 23, 2022, the Council authorized the Executive Director tore-advertise for sealed bids to sell the 

land, warehouse and office building located at 2009 NW 67th Place, Gainesville, Florida with a minimum 

bid sale price of$1,338,309. However, since both parties that had previously expressed an interest in 

purchasing the land, warehouse and office building informed the Executive Director that they were no 

longer interested in purchasing the land, warehouse and office building, the Executive Director did not 

re-advertise for sealed bids to sell the land, warehouse and office building. 

The Alachua County Property Appraiser 2019 assessed value of the land was $499,632 and the assessed 

value of the buildings was $318,562. Thus, the total assessed value of land and buildings in 2019 was 

$818,194. The Alachua County Property Appraiser 2022 assessed value ofthe land is $767,380 and the 

assessed value of the buildings is $303,122. Thus, the total assessed value of land and buildings in 2022 

is $1,070,502 resulting in an increase in value of30.8 percent. 

It is recommended that the Council set a minimum bid sale price of$1,332,198 for the land, warehouse 

and office building located at 2009 NW 67th Place, Gainesville, Florida; authorize the Executive Director 

to re-advertise for sealed bids to sell the land, warehouse and office building. The minimum bid sale 

price is set at the appraised value plus the 30.8 percent increase in value over the past three years plus five 

percent.

A total of $24 7 million was awarded 

for 63 projects in 43 counties for broadband high-speed internet expansion that will impact nearly 59,000 

unserved businesses, homes, farms and anchor institutions like hospitals and libraries . 

These awards are in addition to the $144 million awarded on February 2, 2023, $22 million awarded on 

April 10 2023 and $60 million awarded on May 26,2023 through the Broadband Opportunity Grant 

Program bringing Florida's total investment through the Broadband Opportunity Grant Program to $286 

mi Ilion for the expansion of broadband Internet in Florida's rural communities. The first set of awards 

included $47,882,642 for 14 projects in the north central Florida region . The second set of awards 

included $15,000,000 for three projects in the north central Florida region. The third set of awards 

included $14,973,800 for four projects in the north central Florida region. 

Administered by the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity, the Broadband Infrastructure Grant 

Program funds the installation and deployment of broadband internet infrastructure in unserved 

communities, providing valuable access to telehealth, economic, educational and workforce development 

opportunities. 

A total of $72,075,592 in funding was awarded to the following 11 projects in the north central Florida 

region through the Broadband Opportunity Program: 

• Columbia County- ($3,435,521) to add 110 miles of fiber optic cable to provide I,572 unserved 

locations within Alachua, Columbia and Union Counties with symmetrical download and upload 

speeds of I gigabyte.
