DESCRIPTION OF AMENDMENT 

The amendment reclassifies 10.4 acres from Residential, Low Density (less than or equal to 2 dwelling 

unit er acre to Commercial Hi hwa Interchan e on the Future Land Use Plan Ma (see attached . 

1. ADVERSE EFFECTS TO SIGNIFICANT REGIONAL RESOURCES AND FACILITIES 

IDENTIFIED IN THE STRATEGIC REGIONAL POLICY PLAN 

The subject property is adjacent to State Road 16, which is part of the Regional Road Network as 

identified in the North Central Florida Strategic Regional Policy Plan. Nevertheless, significant adverse 

impacts to regional facility are not anticipated. The local government data and analysis report indicates 

the adjoining segment of State Road 16 is anticipated to continue operating at the adopted minimum level 

of service standard of C. 

The subject property is not located in an area of Natural Resource of Regional Significance identified 

and mapped in the regional plan. Therefore, significant adverse impacts are not anticipated to occur to 

Natural Resources of Regional Significance as a result of the amendment.
